Brian Fawkes Argoed Light Railway

Christmas saw me investing in the purchase |of a
Roundhouse Millie. | had heard nothing but g1§od
reports of this low budget locomotive from thpse
who already owned one and Dave Ankers hagl re-
cently bought one and was very pleased with| his.
Unfortunately, due to my ignorance, | had not|ob-
tained a gas refill adaptor at the time and so| was
unable to run the thing unless | was attendipg a
meeting where like-minded souls could lend me|one.
All the enhancements which | had bought had peen
fitted, full cab, pressure gauge, slide bar combination
links, polished brass dome - tricky to fit that, |and

now the locomotive was just sitting there beging

admired by myself. | don't like to see models bging
run which are straight out of the box and the Deuvil
makes work for idle hands they say and so | felt |
had to do something to Millie even if | could not run

her.

So | made a start. Roundhouse use brass bolts|to
secure all the bits together so the first job was ¢ut
with the paintbrush and touch-up those bolt-heads
which were a bit too prominent. The four securipg
the buffer beams became red and those holding the
tank sides black. After the casting marks had begen
filed off the white-metal buffers these also became
black. Down to Millie’s nether regions next and the
slip eccentric bar became black. This alone altefs
the appearance of the working gear by disguising
something which on the real thing doesn’t exist.
The inside of the buffer beams are painted red
which didn’t look right to me so they also became
black. As | had not purchased the Roundhouse
cylinder covers then the shinny brass cylinders plso
had to be repainted black although | was not syre if
the heat would eventually bring the paint off. In|for
a penny in for a pound and the wheels got the plack
treatment as well. The underneath parts of a regl
locomotive soon become very dirty with grease jand
oil and | thought Millie now looked a little more
realistic beneath her skirts.

Up on top and the tank fillers got the treatment
next. These are in the wrong position, in real lif
no-one would be able to get to them to open th
up and drop in the sack, still they had to remair
where they were but received a coat of black paint
as did the outside edge of the boiler heat shield
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which was shinny brass. Again the heat may bring the paint offrthisei future but at the moment it looks mare
the part by blending in.

Things had to be dismantled again now as | wanted to paint the inside cdb. This was soon achieved using
two coats of white undercoat and one coat of cream gloss. | wanfiéc tdriver in the cab, can’t see the point ii
paying hundreds of pounds to see a driverless locomotive trundling around, ne@gistior The trouble was | hpd
fitted the pressure gauge on the right-hand side of the cab astadgbgg Roundhouse and when Gwilam

Cadwaladr, the driver, was fitted it was literally in hisefatsing a pair of snipe-nosed pliers the tubing was
carefully bent to shape and the pressure gauge fitted to tHeateftside of the cab. It can still be easily read jar
space was made for the driver. The trouble now was that when thlatoegvas opened it brushed against his
posterior which brought a smile to his face. Again use was mathe gfliers to introduce a reserve curve in the
regulator giving more room and it was then painted traditional reda@wvas then secured to the footplate by
the use of two blobs of Bluetack under his feet.

Finally in the cab a load of coal was created on top of the glas Tavo pieces of Plasticard were fixed to the|g:
tank top, again using Bluetack, small pieces of coal placed on tligsa pair of tweezers and then a pva/water
mixture applied. This was slightly overdone | fear as the concostarted to ooze out below the gas tank. If
ever need to disassemble the rear of the cab area in the hituoeuld be problematical ! A lick of black paint
just to cover up some exposed white Plasticard and the job was danedaup Millie.
